· State Inspectors also have Inspections of “New” Liquid Propane Gas systems installations, approx. 50-60 per year throughout the state.

· State Inspectors are also assigned audits to review inspections preformed by Service Agents, State Contractor, and City of Milwaukee. Approx. 30-45 per year, spread out through the districts
· The percentage of over dues of Boilers and Pressure vessels are at 2.5% this quarter, last quarter we were at 2.3%. Overall, we are striving to be less then 2.0% by next quarter, we are getting there.
· Total overdue percentage of Mechanical Refrigeration Systems (32) = 1.3% (Decrease of 1%)
